-Ensuring Kiss and Ride rules and regulations are continued to be
followed by all parents in order for Holroyd Council to allow the
school to continue to use. Council will inform the school at the end of
Term 2 if Kiss and Ride will continue. THURSDAY 9t June:
- Ensuring an adult is holding a child’s hand when crossing a road,
walking on the footpath or when in a carpark.
-Ensuring your child is aware of pick up procedures, whether it be TUESDAY 14 June:
kiss and ride, parent pick up etc to avoid any unnecessary stress.
-Ensuring seat belts are worn at all times.
-Showing patience and care towards each other to ensure we all

This undertaking form also
seeks to determine the suitability of volunteers and contractors by requiring them to
declare that they do not have a criminal history involving children.
